RE:  SPECIAL ASSESSMENT

 

Dear Home Owner,

 

            At a previous meeting, the Home Owners’ Association Board approved a future “special assessment” for the specific purpose of replacing all the Condo balcony light fixtures.  The one-time assessment amount was to be between $50.00 and $100.00 depending on our need at the time we purchase the light fixtures. Based on the estimated cost to purchase and install the new fixtures plus unanticipated costs related to the lights, the assessment amount will be $75.00 payable in the month of October. Please, when you remit your payment designate it specifically as payment for the special assessment. There are a couple of reasons for communicating that to us. One is, so that when we credit it to your account we can properly show it and account for it and that future late fees do not get calculated on that amount. The second is, we will make sure that the first lights replaced are on those balconies where the Home Owner has made payment of the Special Assessment. PLEASE NOTE:  THIS IS NOT AN INCREASE OF YOUR MONTHLY FEES. IT IS A ONE TIME SPECIAL ASSESSMENT FOR THE SPECIFIC USE OUTLINED ABOVE.

 

            The lights we are looking to purchase are specifically made for out-of-doors. They are of a material that will resist rusting, they have a rubber seal and they accept the energy-saving compact fluorescent lights (CFLs). The screws used to attach them to the ceiling are stainless steel and will therefore also resist rusting. It is important that we replace all the lights in order to have the complex look as uniform as is possible. While doing the wind damage repairs, some of the existing lights were damaged and others were rusted beyond clean up. Any serviceable lights that we remove will be retained for use in other areas not outside or sold.  Funds generated are to be applied against general maintenance and repair costs.  If you have any questions, comments or productive suggestions please let me know.
