I have asked Tom, the Secretary, to post this information to the web site. The March expense and income information is still with the Auditor and their work is not complete yet. This is primarily my fault in not getting them the source documents in a timely manner. We will be cutting the time this takes in future as I get the processes and procedures more organized in the office. I am however, asking Tom to post the “unaudited” statement of expenses until such time as we get the actual financial statements in hand. If you should have any questions please email the inquiry as I will not have time to discuss everything by telephone. I try to answer all emails each evening after the other work here is done.


All of us who have stepped up to the responsibility of paying monthly dues and insurance can be assured that those who don’t will be dealt with in the near future. We still have an unacceptable percentage of owners who continue to neglect their responsibility, their legal obligation. The unfortunate part of the issue is that we must take specific steps prior to the more drastic measures to insure that all persons are given an opportunity to bring their accounts current. This is being done but not as quickly as I would like. We will be posting the amounts due for each condo on a bulletin board in both lobbies as yet another way of notifying owners the amount they owe. On the same bulletin board we will be posting a notice to all Realtors and potential buyers that they need to check the balances due. This is so that at the time of the sale they will be fully aware that the fees follow the condo and not necessarily the owner. Hopefully these will be posted within a week or so.

It is extremely disappointing the number of owners who have completed the “Home Owner Information” form. This form is strictly for the use in the case of an emergency that necessitates contacting an owner quickly. This should be important to everyone but especially those who have renters in their condo units. No one can predict when or what type of emergency may occur but some incidents can be less costly or the effect lessened if the owner is involved at the outset. I strongly urge you to think about this and get your information on file. The website makes it extremely easy to do. We are going to be doing less and less by mail so use of the web will be very important to you in both getting information and making inquiries or suggestions.


My feeling is the same about the Permission Form. Materials have been delivered here and they will be doing the work very shortly and yet only ONE person has submitted the Permission to enter form. There are other legal ways to make entry to a condo when work on the towers is required but it is more expensive and time consuming. Again, this form can be taken from the website and requires very little time on the part of the owner. This is something that requires your immediate attention.
